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When you are doing an upgrade also ensure that 
FIBA Organizer is not running on any computer at 
the time that the upgrade occurs. 
 
If you have just completed a fresh install of FIBA 
Organizer on your server then we recommend that 
you undertake an upgrade now to ensure that you 
have latest version of FIBA Organizer.

 The following instructions assume a basic understanding of 
networking and that FIBA Organizer has not been 
previously installed on any of these computers. 
 

1. On the computer that you wish to use as your server 
install FIBA Organizer as per the instructions for
